It was set up and is
funded and led by the twenty one riparian states and the European Community, all of which are
Parties to the Barcelona Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the
Coastal Region of the Mediterranean. Its aim as defined by the inter-governmental conference

held in Split in 1977, is to develop regional cooperation in order to set up and make available a



fund of knowledge intended to facilitate the implementation of sustained environmentally-
friendly development.
