PROPOSAL OF RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE PERIOD  

2010-2011 
 

The Blue Plan focal points meeting in Zagreb from 25th-27th May, invite: 

The Contracting Parties to the Barcelona Convention to: 

 Adopt and support the programme of activities presented by the Blue Plan, inviting it to 

further and consolidate those activities intended to: 

 Account for the progress made by the riparian states towards implementing the 

Mediterranean Strategy for Sustainable Development, 

 Provide input for the discussion process initiated within the context of MSSD 

revision, 

 Encourage the adoption of a Mediterranean Water Strategy 

 Assess what steps the riparian states have taken towards energy efficiency, 

particularly in the building sector. 

 Provide input for the discussion process initiated at regional level on sustainable 

transport- maritime in particular- and on the management of household waste. 

 Adopt the budget presented by the Blue Plan towards the implementation of its 

programme of activities, 

 Contribute to building up the Blue Plan’s teams, 

 Encourage circulation amongst the various national decision-takers and players concerned 

of the analyses which the Blue Plan has produced. 

The Blue Plan to: 

 Increase the number of events organised in the riparian states in order to circulate its 

work, 

 Boost the international character of its standing expert teams, 

 Seek from its partners the funding which will allow its programme of activities to be 

rolled out, in addition to MAP’s contribution. 

 Continue its prospective work, highlighting the economic dimension of its analyses, 

 Consolidate its information system on the environment and sustainable development in 

the Mediterranean in conjunction with Info/RAC, and actively contribute to the drafting 

of a second report on the environment and sustainable development, 

 Focus in particular on the themes selected for the Mediterranean Commission on 

Sustainable Development’s biennial programme- particularly water, energy and climate 

change, transport and waste- and lead MAP’s work on climate change,  

 Provide input into the discussion process initiated in respect of the Union for the 

Mediterranean, in conjunction with the other MAP centres and within its own field of
